2024 Annual Meeting

Minutes
The annual meeting of the S-1086 technical committee was held on May 22-23, 2024, at the Animal and Dairy Sciences building at Mississippi State University in Starkville, MS.
Dr. Trent Smith, Chair, officially called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. on May 22nd. Universities in attendance included the University of Arkansas, Texas A&M University, Mississippi State University, University of Georgia, University of Kentucky, and the University of Florida. Dr. Scott Willard, Dean of the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences and Director of the Mississippi Agricultural and Forestry Experiment Station, welcomed attendees to Mississippi and gave an overview of the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences and the Mississippi Agricultural and Forestry Experiment Station. Dr. Christy Bratcher, then welcomed attendees and gave an overview of the Department of Animal and Dairy Sciences. Members were then selected on a volunteer basis for the Resolutions Committee (Dr. Andy Herring, Dr. Bryan Kutz, Dr. David Riley) and the Nominating Committee (Dr. Rhonda Vann, Dr. Brittni Littlejohn, and Dr. Brian Rude). Station reports took place between 9:00 am and 11:30 am, followed by lunch. After lunch, station reports continued briefly before traveling to Prairie, MS to tour the MAFES Prairie Research Station. After the tour, attendees returned to Starkville.
At 8:00 a.m. on May 23rd, the group met again at the Mississippi State University Animal and Dairy Sciences Building. Dr. James Matthews, Administrative Advisor, gave an update from USDA regarding the status of the submitted rewrite, which is currently under review. Dr. Brian Rude submitted the Nominations Committee report. The Nominating Committee made the following nominations: Dr. Brittni Littlejohn (Chair), Dr. Michael Gonda (Chair Elect) and Dr. Rhonda Vann (Secretary). The nominated individuals were elected by unanimous vote. Dr. Andy Herring submitted the Resolutions Committee report (see Appendix C). It was suggested that next year’s meeting take place May 21-22, 2025. Dr. Trent Smith then gave an overview of the rewrite and opened discussion regarding what members might contribute to what objectives. Then, station reports continued through mid-morning. After station reports were completed, attendees took a tour of the Leveck Animal Research Center in Starkville, MS.
