· Action Item: Rose will send a Google form to collect research impacts (articles, posters, presentations, etc.) from all members. Please submit your contributions by October 1.
· Final Submission Deadline: Reports must be submitted by November 20.
Project Reports
· Katie: Evaluating the Agricultural Literacy Curriculum (ALC) for NCAL, serving as the evaluator for the USDA NIFA grant pilot project.
· Detailed the pre- and post-assessments for participants after completing the 8-module ALC program.
· Gaia: Collaborating with Rose, Shannon, and Nellie on publishing articles over the past year.
· Amelia: Completed her dissertation on parents' perceptions of agriculture and agricultural literacy, part of the ALC project for NCAL. She has submitted a proposal to adapt the ALC curriculum for high school students.
· Rose: Working on the ALC project and agriculture-related "Artic Adventures" with the Department of Defense.
· Action Item: Pre-service teachers/faculty are invited to participate in an agricultural certification program. The first 100 participants completing the program by November will receive a $100 gift card (Amazon or Ag in the Classroom store).
· Shannon: Engaged in fallow land projects, raising produce, and additional agricultural literacy programs.
· Kellie: Focused on the Denver lab at CSU Spur, integrating Problem-Based Learning (PBL) into pathways for "accessible agricultural education." Also working on the "CAMs on the Road" program.
· Jonathan: Implemented a summer institute program in partnership with the Oregon Farm Bureau.
· Josh: Leading “Coffee Crop Chats” and has been awarded a SPECA grant for workforce development in teacher education. He also submitted an Avery grant to support systems thinking in sustainability regarding a specific Oregon commodity.
· Annie: Supervising PhD students studying the connections between urban and agricultural industries.
· Topics include agritourism, perceptions of agriculture beyond traditional education, and the role of social media.
· Another student is working with veterinary students on expanding agricultural literacy through multi-species learning centers.
· Kailyn Bull: Focusing on industry immersion programs for pre-vet students and agriculture teachers, particularly those without an agricultural background or formal pre-service training.
· Theresa Murphrey: Developing educational modules on decision-making and food security through a gender lens, providing teacher resources.
· Taylor: Exploring agricultural communication and advocating for the need for an agricultural science curriculum for university students. Research includes evaluating the incoming agricultural literacy levels of Texas A&M students.
· Jenny: Researching badging and Problem-Based Learning (PBL) in agricultural literacy, specifically evaluating the impact of educational interventions on students' attitudes towards agriculture. She is also investigating the interaction between knowledge and attitudes to better understand the holistic development of agricultural literacy.
· Michelle: Leading the NCAL center team and working to expand educational pathways that enhance agricultural knowledge for educators.
· A validated instrument for grades 6-8 has been developed, and the ALC is being adapted for high school students.
· Also involved in farm-to-food sky tours and updating national standards (NALO, JMALI/LMALI) and logic models through research.
· Research can establish need for this
