(1)  What effect experience with disaster has on social responsibility?  Compare before and after major disaster in counties.   Look at different kinds of disasters by kind of business.  Is survival or growth the issue?  Does disaster weaken or strengthen the family—look at achievement of family goals and family resilience between 1997 and 2000.  


(2)  Risk from having only 1 vs. 2 businesses—(not all eggs in 1 basket).  Limitation is that we just know whether a disaster has or has not occurred in a family.


(3)  Differences in the effect of a major disaster in economically vulnerable vs. economically not vulnerable  counties.  Did the vulnerability index change after the disaster?  Identify tipping points (catastrophe model) to determine whether a business fights or flees.  See
