10:10 Dr. Jay Akridge, Interim Dean, Purdue College of Agriculture, presented an overview of Purdue University.  Major platforms for 2008 -2014 – strategic plan focus on three things: 1) Launching tomorrow’s leaders, 2) Promoting discovery with delivery by conducting field-defining research, 3) Meeting global challenges by enhancing Purdue’s presence.  Extension includes economic development, community engagement, lifelong learning, and P-12 education. 10:45  Carol Shelby, Senior Director of Environmental Planning, presented introductory parts of the Emergency Preparedness program at Purdue University.   A key part to Purdue’s campus preparedness is the university emergency warning notification system. The philosophy of Purdue’s emergency preparedness is: 1) be prepared, 2) stay calm, 3) act immediately, and 4) stay safe. The Emergency Preparedness program has partnerships with area agencies and has leadership training, multi-agency training and exercises. 11:10 Ronnie Wright, Director of Emergency Preparedness, presented more information about the Emergency Preparedness program at Purdue University.  The Emergency Preparedness program key shelters 3 primary things: 1) tornado warning, 2) hazardous material release, and 3) active shooter incident.  The Purdue Alert system has the following communication methods: sirens & alarms, email, text messaging, Purdue home page, residence halls, university News service, face book-Purdue emergency page, and the boiler television emergency alerting system.  

11:35 Dr. Holly Schrank, Professor Emeritus, Purdue University’s Emergency Preparedness & Planning Process, presented the Academic Continuity within the Emergency Preparedness program at Purdue University.  The Academic Continuity plan includes discovery as well as learning engagement. Holly noted the impacts of emergencies as disruptions to research, lack of access to facilities and assets, and decreased employee availability. Guest Speaker
1:30-2:15 Dr. Daniel Aldrich, Political Science Department, Purdue University described civil society as a missing component of recovery. Dr. Aldrich presented theory- logic-proxy schema. He suggested some multiple definitions to measure recovery such as number of new buildings, re-opened businesses, and official statements from the city; he stressed that the most portable and intuitive definition is the rate of population growth over time.  To compare apples with apples, he suggested ‘propensity score matching.’  Dr. Aldrich concluded that social networks best predict population recovery following the 1923 Tokyo earthquake.  He articulated that recovery efforts should focus on maintaining and rebuilding social capital and infrastructure.  
Updates of Policy Committee 

1) The group discussed the position of member-at-large and unanimously voted on the ideas that a) a person, who will serve member-at-large position, will also serve the chair of policy committee; b) the term for this position is 2-years; c) the group elects this position at the same time as they elect the secretary position.  2) As a current chair of the policy committee, Maria proposed that left-over-money should be used for benefits to the group and/or for future data collection.  Everyone unanimously voted in favor of the proposed idea.
3) The group decided that individual members will send their declarations to the chair and chair will send it out to the group. The group will maintain a private listserv for declarations. 4) The group discussed how the 1997 and 2000 data will be provided for the public. Every one voted on the proposal that after Kay removes information such as FIPs code, while keeping information on imputed variables (not calculated variables), the datasets will be posted. In terms of procedure, as soon as Kay finishes the cleaning of the datasets, Maria will post the datasets on the Purdue website.  

Election of Officers 

The group elected a secretary and member-at-large. Tim Park will serve as the secretary for the next term (2 years). As chair of the policy committee, Maria will serve as the member-at-large for the next term (2 years).

Guest Speaker

8:30 Steve Cain, Extension Disaster Information Network, presented what EDEN (Extension Disaster Education Network) at Purdue University is doing.  EDEN is a network of extension specialists and educators who reduce the impact of disaster through education.  EDEN has an educational role during the five phases of emergency management --- mitigation, response, prevention, recovery, preparedness.  EDEN is involved with issues related to the following: 1) drinking water security, 2) food security, 3) individual’s role, 4) government’s role, 5) animal bio-security, 6) farm security, and 7) financial security, and 8) plant/crop/bio-security. 
Completion of Agenda Items
The group will receive new syntax files that will show all changes discussed Sunday morning.  The group made a decision for the 2nd Webinar; it will be on Tuesday, October 28, 12 noon (Central time).  The group discussed which data sets (SHELDUS, PERI, BROWN, etc.) would be merged into our current 1997, 2000, & 2007 NFBS panel data. Based on the decision, George will add all Brown variables & evulnew into our current panel data.  The group decided that articles for the FBR special issue will be discussed at next year’s meeting.
