August 6, 2009

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Gang Sun at 9:00 AM. The agenda was revised, moved, seconded and approved unanimously. As there were new members and visitors, individuals attending the meeting introduced themselves and provided a brief overview of their interests and areas of research. The vita of Dr. Lucy Dunne was circulated and the voting members unanimously approved Dr. Dunne as the new member from Minnesota. She will be replacing Dr. Karen LaBat as the representative from Minnesota. 
Nominations for vice chair, and secretary were solicited. Lynn Boorady (Vice Chair) will take over as Chair for the next year. Jessica Barker was elected as the Vice Chair and Young-A Lee as the Secretary. The date for next year’s meeting was set as August 5-6, 2010, with August 2-3 as alternate dates. It was agreed that Jessica will inform the group of the location for next year’s meeting. 
Dr. DeLong, Administrative Advisor, informed the group that this year she has to submit the mid-term project report in November. Information was shared on the format of the report and members were asked to include the information on links, external funding, collaborators, and industry partners in the annual report. Dr. Delong also informed the group that Dr. C. Hefferan, CSREES, has proposed an Excellence Reward for a Multi-disciplinary project that is currently being voted on by different regions. Dr DeLong shared information on the Fashion Practice journal as an avenue for publication of applied research. The group discussed the possibility of having a focused edition in the journal that addresses the image, functionality, and protection of the wearer. 

State reports were given in the order listed in the agenda. Accomplishments reported by the member states are summarized by objectives under “Accomplishments.”  Information on linkages, funding sources, and partnerships is given below: 

Firefighter Gear - Focus groups were held with voluntary and career structural firefighters in IA, NY, MO, and HI. Firefighters provided feedback on garment design and fit of firefighter gear. Focus group data from NY, IA, MO, and Hawaii were analyzed by IA. Images were analyzed by MO. IA, NY, MO are also working collaboratively on motion analysis using a 3-D body scanner. CA is working with OK on garment protection systems. 

In addition to funding through the NC-170 project, funding for research on firefighter uniforms was provided by Iowa State University, and funding for research on garment systems for structural and wild fire research was provided by CAL FIRE. CA and NY are working with FabricLink on the possibilities of developing an online database. 

PPE for Pesticide Applicators - CA, NY and MO collaborated on a survey related to design issues related to the limited use PPE needs of agricultural workers. The images were analyzed by MO. The information is being used to design a new prototype garment by NY, IA, and MO.  A performance specification standard was approved by ASTM International. MD took the lead in the development of the standard and collaborated with several experts in this area. A wear study is being conducted in which MD and NY are collaborating. MD is also collaborating with the Safe Use Initiative in Europe on a wear study to determine the performance of garments with Nanotex® Resists Spills® finish. 
Military Protective Suits - CA and OK are working on military protective suits. OK is working on smart textiles.  CA is working on a biocidal project, funding for which is being provided by the Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA).  

Medical Textiles – A nationwide survey of nurses and doctors on reusable and disposable garments was conducted by CA with funding from National Science Foundation

Plans for next year were discussed by the respective groups. Issues related to listserv, annual reports, and project reports submitted to NIMSS were discussed. It was agreed that the old listserv set up by MN will be deleted and the listserv (NC-170-L@cornell.edu) set up by Cornell shall be used by members for future communication. The annual report format used by members was based on the previous multistate reporting requirements. Until last year, the minutes were submitted by the secretary within 60 days of the meeting and the annual report submitted by the Chair at the end of the year. Effective last year, only one report, SAES-422 Multistate Research Activity Accomplishments Report, is submitted to NIMSS within 60 days of the annual meeting.
