· Emphasized his excitement over the use of molecular markers for such things as dwarfing and vernalization, cephalosporium and snow mold resistance.

· Noted that nothing identified yet for Wire worm resistance
· Finished wheat cap. Population for hessian fly and cephalosporium resistance along with end use tests

· New Soft white wheat
· A club that is earlier/shorter for higher rainfall areas
· Kernel morphology is key since used to analyze what expected of the class

· Working on HRS with good stripe rust and end use quality
· Working on HWW CF variety for dry land growers with strong stand and stripe rust resistance

· Wheat quality lab was good support to breeding program

· Mentioned that some producers received a $1.40/bu protein premium for  protein under 14% for DNS

· Wheat stem saw fly is a big challenge

· MSU/WestBred have tried to bred resistance since in North Dakota 70% damage in some areas
· Been working on hard white spring ‘Idmax’ was released; good overall

· WB ‘Fuzion’ – was released for rain fed areas strong protein
