The 2008 meeting minutes prepared by the NC1019 Secretary Dr. Ching Ching Wu were reviewed by the members.  Dr. Joe Giambrone made a motion to accept it as prepared.  It was second by Dr. Holly Sellers and approved unanimously.

Dr. Mo Saif, the NC1180 Advisor emphasized the importance in using the current reporting format to prepare NC progress reports.  He reminded the stations to include the impact of the research work, the collaborations between stations, the publications and the funding/resources in their reports. (All publications can be listed since it is in a space unrestricted area).  He informed participants that all reports will be examined carefully by NCA advisors and evaluation used as one of the criteria for the approval of project renewal. 
Dr. Peter Johnson, USDA/CSREES representative, joined the group and shared the ongoing changes for USDA’s extramural agricultural sciences. The National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) is initiated in October 1, 2009.  The CSREES ends and all its authorities and responsibilities moves to NIFA. Dr. Roger Beachy, NAS member, is the 1st Presidentially-appointed Director. The activities should, to the extent possible, focus on the 5 USDA priorities/grant challenges:  Global food security and hunger, Climate change, Sustainable energy, Childhood obesity and Food safety.  NC members aired their concern on the lack of emphasis on animal diseases research under the new focus areas.  Dr. Johnson advised all to follow the new RFA which should be out before the end of February.  Dr. Johnson will send the power points on NIFA information to NC Secretary (Dr. Wu) for the dissemination to the rest of the group. 
In the past years, this group has been asked to provide CSREES research priorities.  However, with changes ongoing, this activity was put on hold.  Dr. Johnson indicated that AAAP has provided disease priorities to NIFA last year.  Members request that he sent the info to Dr. Wu for the dissemination to the group.
The meeting venue and time for the 2010 was discussed.  The group asked Dr. Glisson to check into other none convention hotel for our meeting so that the meeting time can be much flexible.  Some members request the time to be before the SCAD meeting.  Dr. Glisson will bring options back to the group for final decision. 
The members thanked Dr. J. Glisson and PDRC once again for making arrangements for the meeting room and providing snacks and drinks for breaks. 
Dr. Chang Won Lee, the Chair, reminded station rep to send him electronic version of the report and include impact statements as directed by the official format.  
The annual progress report from all Stations began immediately after the business meeting.  There were insightful discussion on the clinical aspects, pathogenesis, new diagnostics tools and vaccine/immunology of various poultry diseases. 
The annual progress meeting resumed at 7:30 am on Wednesday and adjourned at 11:00 am, January 27, 2010.
