The 2009 Annual NC1180 meeting minutes prepared by the NC1180 secretary Dr. Ching Ching Wu were reviewed by the members.  Dr. Joe Giambrone made a motion to accept it as prepared.  It was second by Dr. John Glisson and approved unanimously.

Meeting venue and time was discussed and members agreed to meet on Jan 22 Sunday and Jan 23 Monday 2012 at Atlanta GA for the 2011 annual meeting.
Dr. Saif, the NC1180 Advisor, discussed the issue related to the very virulent infectious bursal disease virus (vvIBDV) in California and the possible spread of the virus to the rest of the country.  Members shared the concerns and felt the need for vvIBDV to be considered as one of the program diseases for USDA.  Members recommend that the Chair, Dr. Lee, Secretary, Dr. Wu and the advisor, Dr. Saif, work together and send a letter to Dr. John Clifford, USDA expressing the concerns and recommendations.  The letter should be sent immediately after the annual meeting.
Dr. Saif also discussed with the members regarding the possibility of inviting the veterinarians or scientists working in the poultry industry to attend NC 1180 annual meeting.

Updates on U.S. Poultry and Egg Association research program was provided by Dr. John 

Glisson.  He encouraged members to go to the USPEA website for in-depth program description.

The RFP for this program is offered twice per year; spring and fall.  They fund small-size grant but is a good starter grant. 
Dr. Peter Johnson, NIFA representative, joined the group and shared the ongoing changes for USDA’s extramural agricultural research and grants.  He discussed with the member the Foundation Program and indicated that there will be no disease priority list given in 2011’s RFP.  NC members aired their concern on the lack of emphasis on animal diseases research under the new focus areas.  Dr. Johnson advised all to read and follow the RFP closely. He also noted that the RFP will come out in staggering format for different programs in 2011. 
The members thanked Dr. J. Glisson and PDRC once again for making arrangements for the meeting room and providing snacks and drinks for breaks. 
Dr. Chang Won Lee, the Chair, reminded the station representatives to send him electronic version of the report and include impact statements as directed by the official format.  
Dr. Mazhar Khan was elected as the new chair for 2011-2012.  The members thank Dr. Lee for his time and effort as the Chair for the past two years. 

The annual progress report from all Stations began immediately after the business meeting.  There were insightful discussion on the clinical aspects, pathogenesis, new diagnostics tools and vaccine/immunology of various poultry respiratory and immunosuppressive diseases. 
The annual progress meeting resumed at 7:00 am on Monday and adjourned at 12:00 am, January 24, 2011.
