Call to Order:

8am (Mountain) - meeting was called to order by Committee Chair Michael Pate.
Roll call of phone participants. 
No additions and edits were made to the agenda as distributed by Committee Chair Michael Pate.
Minutes of the June 2016 Face-to-Face Meeting held in Washington D.C. were reviewed by the committee. Motion by Aaron Yoder and seconded by Dennis Murphy to accept the minutes. Motion passed; Minutes were approved.

Marshall Martin provided welcoming comments. He is impressed with our committee members who contributed to the Summary Report, and Research Agenda submitted. He suggested (that if not already done), this report needs to be distributed to the appropriate NIFA leaders. The map on the cover showed good representation, and suggested we look for a representative from Michigan to replace a past member (Larry Olsen), and get additional members from MN, SD & ND. 

Discussion of 2015-2020 Project - 
1. Update on Subcommittee work on National Research Agenda (Yoder, Murphy, Pate) – Anyone is invited to submit written comments via track changes; thanks to Serap (a Research Associate from Penn State) for her contribution to the final document.
2. Annual Report Submission Status (Pate) – the report was submitted and accepted.

3. Update on Committee Activity Report (Pate) – white paper on Ag Rescue. A Google doc was circulated for members input.
4. Update on ASABE standard input Reverse Signal Device Ag Machinery (Bill Field) – This has been submitted to an ASABE committee. At our next meeting Scott Cedarquist  offered to give a slide show of how the standards process works. Purdue has started a database on this topic, and requests states to share rear runover cases with Bill.

5. Update on eXtension.org (Fetzer/Yoder) – started in March 2012, 117 members, 46 Ask the Expert (10/yr), new activities: updated articles on website on how to cite the article; Karen Funkenbusch is in-coming Chair of this Committee; focus future on WIA; Foundation based: Support Ext professionals, not general public, so new materials will be for Ext educators; 13K, 18, 38; 50+K web hits; Top5 topics: Preventing fires, hydraulic, job instructional training, skid steers, mechanical hazards); collaboration with the SAY project.

6. Update Child Labor News (Pate) - GAO (Committee Members – letter supported by CT & CAL congress…. Focusing on migrants (?) or tobacco (?) – should send a letter reporting that their data is out-dated… GAO is going to do a study to update the findings of the child labor in the U.S.; issues not well-defined; will eventually be able to follow a trail of where the money will go and how the dollars are going to be distributed. Aida suggested to keep an eye on the issue, and see what the incoming President Elect will do with the bill. Marshall suggests to keep watch, and then send letter if needed.

National Children’s Center

ii. One “help” they are looking for in the promotion/dissemination arena involves a “media kit” for promotion. If anyone on the committee has a good example of media kits or any ideas on what they would like to see in a media kit, we would love to have them share that information.

12. Tobacco (they currently have 5 guidelines) – discussion was that this is not really an area youth should be working in, but that on family farms youth probably still do. May consider one (maybe two?) guidelines with strong emphasis on safety. Could use some guidance if anyone can help, but this isn’t an immediate priority.

USDA NIFA  – operating on continuing resolution at 2016 level, with some (.05%) reduction; programs are trying to push out RFA’s sooner in fiscal year to get funding out and projects started. 2017 budget (increase from 2016, but not more than what was approved in the Farm Bill), but will be discussed if it can be spent/supported by new Admin. Working to prepare documents for transition to new Admin; budgets may not be affected for next several years. Smith-Lever 3D , funding line: don’t foresee any changes to budget line & trying to open RFA’s to include tribal colleges.
NIOSH – still wrapping up internal Ag Surveillance, culminating into a document that has recommendations, includes a RAND REPORT for re-review of the 5-yr plan; will be posted on website – and what will happen in the future w/ Ag Centers taking over research data; updating injury data with 2014 data; various journal articles on past surveys; trend survey of child ag injuries; and document of overview of BLS youth fatality (CFOI data & NIOSH FACE reports) have a substantial section focused on Ag

National AgrAbility – the national project remains at Purdue; has legislative interest to support states without projects; 6 workshops at 1890’s institutions, w/ next one coming in FL; lack of info about safety resources so we need an 1890 rep on this committee; 1994 institution in spring –workshop  - incorporate AgrAbility and safety into these workshops; Topics: continue to focus on vision (run-overs, by-standers), lighting and impaired vision due to aging, prevent secondary injury.
9. Discuss 2017 Annual Face-to-Face Meeting at USDA-NIFA, DC. 
Aida suggested we meet in conjunction with a federal round table discussion being held in May; currently have May 16 -17 slated for our next meeting. A block of rooms will be set aside.
