Call to Order:

1pm (EST) - meeting was called to order by Committee Chair Michael Pate.

Welcome Comments provided by:

Aida Balsano, Steve Thompson – Welcome to Washington D.C. and NIFA

Dr. Parag Chitnis - Deputy Director of NIFA – Food Production 

Marshall Martin provided welcoming comments by phone – 

He thanked committee members and acknowledged past progress, and encouraged our discussion on strategies for moving forward.  He asked that we review the participation list  (Appendix E) and keep it current. He also asked the leadership team to keep minutes and activities current on the portal. As for our Committee’s  Mid-Year Review, we are in good shape.
Roll call of members and 1 NIFA guest at the beginning of the meeting.

Additions to the agenda: Ray Ali – to update the Committee on NIFA funding sources
Minutes of the fall meeting held on Nov 13, 2017 were reviewed by the committee. Edits to the minutes included member’s names/affiliated agencies, as persons have changed institutions.
Motioned (Baggett) and seconded (Funkenbusch) to accept the Meeting Agenda and November 2017 Minutes. Motion passed.
1. eXtension and FReSH update – (Fetzer /Funkenbusch) – This group met in the morning of May 16, 2018. A report was provided to NCERA members about the progress of: Currently (116) eXtension members from (40) institutions. Discussed traffic received on FReSH web pages/ social media, Ask the Expert questions, published articles, and on-line courses.
2. Use of children/youth in agricultural safety demonstrations – (Field) – an article was written by collaborating authors from Purdue, University of Illinois, Iowa State University, NECAS, and Roberts Farms (Syracuse, IN) – to refute the use of youth in ag rescue and other ag safety demonstrations. 

3. Review of NCERA Committee Objectives:

OBJECTIVE 1 - Update on Subcommittee work of National Research Agenda (Pate/Yoder) 
The 2003 National Research Agenda was distributed, with discussion that the document contains more than “safety topics.”  It is important to increase infrastructure for personnel, grant sources, and land grant systems to increase “safety & health professional efforts.” 
Information about the National Research Agenda was submitted to Journal of Extension, and published in a Special Issue of ASABE Resource magazine (December 2017 issue).
Prior to our in-person meeting, Chair Pate asked Committee members (21 on the roster) to review the Agenda. Responses were received by 8 persons. During the face-to-face meeting, Committee members worked in pairs (Think, Pair, and Share) to review the Qualtrics survey responses, and add to the feedback for the following prompts about the 12 topics in the Agenda:
· Progress made in this area
· Potential for impact

· Potential for funding

· Significance/relevance

· Not being duplicated elsewhere

· Research results have transferability or broader application

OBJECTIVE 1 and OBJECTIVE 5 (combined discussion) with relevance to Standards:
• Reverse Signal Device / Field of Vision (ISO 4254.part 1) (Field) -  ASABE waiting for ISO decision. ISO addresses use of cameras, backup signals on equipment. Cedarquist will report any progress.
• Bin Standards – size of bin entry door, lockout capability, other items, (Field) -  
ASABE has just submitted a ballot (for items that have been changed).
• Anhydrous Ammonia Standard – now an ASABE standard
• Drones for Spraying – Standard forthcoming

• Skid loaders: SAE will be the standard authority 

• Revisions to Farmstead (ASABE 354) Standard – need more updates and work within this committee because this is where most injuries are in agriculture

• Manure handling equipment discussed
• Other Standard Updates – will be addressed during ASABE agency update
Other areas for discussion: Ergonomics – Human Factors in Ag Machinery (Darrel Roberts worked/works in this area.)

Activities that promote progress in these areas:
ASABE: SMV Technologies Ergonomics Health & Safety Award 
JASH & JAM articles are needed in these areas.  SCOPUS can help identify peer reviewed activities.
OBJECTIVE 2 – Next White Paper topic will be ATV’s and UTV’s (Khorsandi)
Work group identified: Farzaneh Khorsandi, Dee Jepsen, Aaron Yoder, Michael Pate, Brian Welch, Steve Reynolds, Chuck Jennison (University of Iowa), David White (Oregon) 

OBJECTIVE 3 – Collaborate with other organizations

• Guests joined by phone: American Trauma Society, PA Division (Mike, Christopher, and Kristen). They are a non-profit agency for injury prevention and hazard awareness. Have had past success with hay holes – different covers now available – journal of critical care and trauma (education/ prevention/engineered covers – combined effort to reduce injuries).
Now working on back overs from equipment (skid loaders) – mirrors, cameras, backup signals.
Amish Safety Committee (5 men) – brought to our attention, the increase number of backover incidents in Anabaptist Communities. 
OBJECTIVE 4 – Encourage research & outreach at land grant universities 

• eXtension update: FRESH Community of Practice is highly active and large membership base
New platform – not revealed for next 6-12 months

Learning network site will go away next 6-12 months

Moodle will be used for online classrooms

• AFRI grants have Ag Safety & Health collaborations identified – not always incorporated in the funded applications. Can engage undergraduates, graduate students, & post docs.

• ERC centers – all have graduate studies (MS/PhD) focus for students and new faculty

OBJECTIVE 6 – Work to increase infrastructure support for agricultural safety and health within the land grant system
• Guest: Ray Ali shared information about NIFA’s initiatives

a) To increase predoc/post doc workforce development. $24.1M available (competitively / pipeline approach) for 2018; 1 award per institution / but can submit up to 3 applications / matching needs to be justified (not commodity specific; must be of national scope)

b) Professional development for secondary teachers. $150/year – 3 years; participant stipends, travel. Due July 11

c) Research & Extension for undergraduates. $400/500K – 4/5 yrs – gives experience to undergraduates for student support/ lab use fees. Due June 28

d) Pre/post doc fellowship implemented 8 years ago, with a 23% success rate. Up to 2 awards for $120/$165 years; applied towards training for career development; mentorship; evaluation.
Student is the PI; they must already be admitted into PhD candidacy. Due July 15

e) FACT initiative / Big Data – must fit into the Farm bill

ASHCA – (Aaron Yoder) provides professional development for business and industry support, to pursue national strategies for Ag Safety & Health;
a) recently held the Ag Safety Summit in Arizona (in Feb) – trying to draw in western states – 120 people attend 2 day workshop; the next summit is scheduled for fall 2019/spring 2020 – every other year basis

b) Ag Sharp Programs – in Monterey CA – in collaboration with Zenith Insurance; 30 safety managers meet within driving distance to discuss safety/health
AgrAbility (Bill Field) – 
a) National Training Workshop held in Portland Maine (in March); 240 participants

b) recent applications came in for new SRAPS: there were 19 proposals submitted for funding of approx. 13 programs; NIFA could fund more: if what is Authorized, but not appropriated – 

Impact statement went to every member of Congress – why AgrAbility Program should be supported

e) 60 webinars – for classroom presentation – part of an on-line course

NCERA-197 2015-2020 Project Objectives
1) Revise the National Agenda for Action document that was published by this committee in 2003 to provide land grant researchers and educators assistance in prioritizing agricultural safety and health issues.

2) Develop a white paper that addresses topics such as: 2.1. current and potential impact of existing and emerging technologies on safety and health in agriculture. 2.2. summary and impact of public policy and regulations related to agricultural safety and health.

3) Collaborate with other organizations (e.g., NIOSH Ag Centers, ASHCA, ASABE, ISASH) to sponsor regional or national conferences focused on safety and health issues associated with topics such as: livestock handling, best safety practices, organic and market growers, mental health, substance abuse, and public policy and regulations.

4) Encourage research and outreach at Land Grant universities that utilizes their expertise in addressing safety and health issues associated with agricultural injuries.

5) Encourage new and improved standards to reduce hazard and risk exposures within agriculture by investigating where the priority areas are within the American Society of Agricultural and Biological Engineering and other standard developing organizations and groups.

6) Work to increase infrastructure support for agricultural safety and health within the land grant system by: 
a) 6.1. continuing the support of the Farm and Ranch eXtension in Safety and Health (FReSH) Community of Practice at www.eXtension.org/AgSafety. 
b) 6.2. maintaining a current inventory of ongoing research and extension activities being conducted by various components of the Land Grant system. 
c) 6.3. providing appropriate recognition of Land Grant system researchers and educators who are addressing critical agricultural safety and health issues through nominations to current award mechanisms or creation of new mechanisms. 
d) 6.4. pressing the need for additional funding to be allocated to agricultural safety and health issues by creating a new committee within the NCRA system that is eligible for internal funds and experiment station acknowledgement, and 
e) 6.5. encourage and support positions of “agricultural safety and health specialist” in Land Grant colleges and universities to study, research, advise, teach agricultural safety issues and problems in each state.
