Jim LaMondia moved that the minutes of the 2002 Annual Research Technical Committee meeting be approved, motion seconded and unanimously approved.

Nathaniel Mitkowski, Local Arrangements, welcomed everyone to Rhode Island.

Louis Magnarelli discussed online submission of annual reports and noted the importance of clearly stating project impacts, as opposed to listing results.  Additionally, extension activities and short and long-term impacts should also be included in reports.
