Jim LaMondia discussed format of agenda; reports were agreed to be presented by state.
Judy Thies, local arrangements, welcomed everyone to the USDA-ARS Vegetable Laboratory.

Louis Magnarelli discussed the committee’s response to the project; a future re-write of project needs to address soil health.  Comments on annual reports: need to address impact of research in relationship to dollar impact to growers and extension activities; peer-reviewed publications and symposia, no abstracts should be included; and demonstrate interaction between NE-1019 members.  Annual reports need to be limited to 4-6 sentences per objective and must be submitted within 60 days.  He requested NE-1019 financial reports from each state to be submitted to him.

Members distributed copies of annual reports to other members.  All members need to mark their 421 as a termination of NE-171.
Selection of officers for 2005; Judy Thies becomes Chair for the next two years, Nathaniel Mitkowski becomes Chair-elect and Inga Zasada was elected as Secretary.

Summary of Discussions
Discussion of milestones - Went through milestones year by year and identified those accomplished and by which state(s).  All milestones were met with the exception of one.  Project participants did not directly evaluate the winter survival of Pasteuria penetrans in northern states due to a lack of a good study site, although the presence of Pasteuria-type endospores on certain nematodes was confirmed in multiple years in the same site.  This must be stated in the report.  Highlight extension activity in the report.  Termination report for NE-171, include reports and a summary.  
Planning of new project, NE-1019, discussion of soil health.  Topics of discussion included: sampling time, sample size and indices used to evaluate changes in nematode community structure.
