-  More shellers growing (Birdsong)

about 130 K acre
-  Significant increase 15-20 K increase

-  Hurricane impacts unknown

about 33 K acre

-  Huge drop in 2003 from near 80 K

-  Growers bitter towards shellers, forcing runner peanuts


-  No place to go for “new” land


-  Excellent peanut and cotton yields in 2004

about 33 K acre


-   2/3 peanuts shifted to central portion of state


-   About 80% Virginias at least until now

-   Birdsong offering $280 runner contracts in 2005


-   About 3400 lbs/ac yield estimates

-   No significant insect pests


-   Many diseases in 2004 = rainfall

CBR, first occurance in Tx; leaf spots heavy, pod rots very wide spread

2 species Sclertinia present


Emergence problems with HiOL Virginia, planted prior to May 1.

-   Up slightly, some shifts from S.E. AL


-   expanding in S.W. counties


-   Max out in Baldwin and Mobile Counties; north of I-10 most expanses

-   Some 5,000 lbs yield in test plots

-   Outbreak of new acreages – river basin cotton rotation


-   Considering a buying point in Tusage area


-   Predominantly dry land production


-   CBR, leaf spots

-   Ron Weeks

-   More insects than many other years


-   Moderate – severe thrips and TSW


-   Isolated cutworm problems

-   Late season, severe Leps most very spotty BAW, VBC, Loopers

-   VBC – pyrithroid failures  Asana (Amimo) Mustang Maxx

-   Few 3 cornered Alfalfa hopper / leaf hoppers


-   Minor problems with soil insects



-  dry August



-  pod feeders, likely wireworms


-  Minimal tillage systems with high addition of animal

   Wastes (chicken) more soil insects, more pod rot



-   Early and very late rainfall

-   TSWV only significant pest problem




-  increased over last year



-   African bug infests peanuts when inverted; very common in citrus areas




-  Present about 2 years




-  feeds similar to a stink bug




-  cause rancidity of mature pods



-   Order: Hemptera, but can not recall genus and species …

-   Thrips heavy early and increased TSWV




-  South Georgia hammered




-  Very strong/evident planting date effect




-  fuscia spp vs. oidentalis spp.



-   Pathologists surveyed wild host reservoir of TSWV has been good 

     Indicator of TSW in peanuts.

-   Feature article in Plant Disease magazine on TSWV Index.

-   Lep pressure high granular cutworms

-   Trouble controlling

-  TBW populations high

-  VBC control failures 


* Trace as low as about 1.5 oz/ac. good


Ron Weeks -  some varieties more attractive to VBC 

-  3 cornered alfalfa hopper in  July heavy, oviposition in        stems

-   stink bugs; migrate from peanuts into cotton.  Why in peanuts?


* S.B. does feed and reproduce in peanuts


* feed in blooms of peanuts

-   Burrower bugs in conventional tillage


Drought stressed ?  ODOR

-   Insect pressure reasonable  


-   Few spider mites



-   Leps moderate, a few fields treated  = rains delayed treatment


-   SCRW  a problem up to 45 – 50% pod damage in test plots heavier soil 

     More SCRW



-   TSWV and Thrips relatively light




- thrips moderate moved in over long time period; Perry highly 

  Susceptible (? Elisa test = $?)



-   CBR very high; Perry more tolerant



-   Cool, wet weather fewer symptoms expressed

-   Late spider mites



-   Few to no Leps/Potato leaf hopper

-   Many areas of the South Plains received over 2X average annual rainfall 
-   Harvest delayed well past December 1



-   No wide spread insect problems, primarily diseases

-   Less thrips control = less virus



-   Yields in check (no thrips control) not significantly different from 

     best thrips control (more TMSV)
