Paul Raymer continues with breeding program for spring and winter types, with emphasis on Blackleg Resistance.  In addition, work is being conducted on herbicide resistant varieties for IMI and RR.  This is due to concerns that the gene from canola could be transferred to wild radishes.

Dan Phillips continues to work with screening varieties for Blackleg.  He has nurseries looking at numerous varieties for Blackleg resistence.

David Buntin is working with insecticides and fungicides.  He gave pesticide updates.

David Bridges is evaluating herbicides.  

Reported that Gary Gascho is still evaluating crop rotational schemes (including canola) in a no-till system with varying rates of poultry litter.  

Randy Hudson is involved with the commercialization of minor oilseeds in Georgia.

Summary of Accomplishments:

A major accomplishment of this group in the past eight years has been to generate interest in the development of the crop in most states in the South.  However, the loss of industry support and the absence of contracted acres have resulted in a reduction in planted acres in most states in the South.

The canola list server set up in 1997 by Clemson University is still managed by Clemson and updated as clientele change.  The information exchanged within this SERA-IEG 11 group has resulted in the expertise that is necessary to assist in the production of canola in the Southern States.

Current/Recent Major Projects:

Major projects reported for the SERA-IEG 11 meeting at Griffin were: breeding programs for spring and winter types; breeding for winter hardiness; breeding for herbicide tolerance and resistance; Blackleg nurseries for screening varieties for resistence; seed treatments for aphid control; crop rotation schemes in a no-till system with varying rates of poultry litter; double-cropping cotton and canola; tillage/cropping systems for canola in rotation with existing crops of corn, soybeans and wheat; evaluating potential herbicides for herbicide resistant cultivars; variety evaluations; southern regional canola trials and national regional trials.

Items From the Minutes of the Last Meeting Not Reported Above:

A major effort is being put forth by Georgia for commercial oilseed production in this state. This is due to the disappearance of commercial industries and the public institutions taking the lead for commercialization of canola.  Virginia has done substantial work with canola and they feel it is time to take canola toward commercial production.
