2000 Minutes
The 2000 Annual Meeting of SERA-IEG-28 was held at Mississippi State University January 17-19.  The agenda for the meeting and participants in the meeting are shown below.

The business meeting was called to order by Katie Smith (AU), chair, and welcoming remarks were provided by Tom Knecht (MSU), host of the meeting, and IEG administrative advisors Larry Rogers (LSU) and David Foster (UA).

co-vice chair, told the group that the 1999 reports were used extensively by the National Impact 

Writing Team to compile the 1999 national reports.  They are called Science and Education Impact

The meeting then turned to a discussion of future goals and plans for SERA-IEG-28.  It was decided that the reports compiled in 2000 would again be used to help the national writing team and that the 2000 reports would also be placed on the web.  Participants felt that compiling these reports for the region helped ensure that the southern region was well represented in the national reports and also that the reports were valuable resources for various states throughout the region as a way of informing stakeholders, clientele, and policy and law makers about the many accomplishments of the region(s land grant schools.  It was decided that the group would follow the same format in collecting and compiling information in 2001.  The 2001 meeting will be hosted by the University of Arkansas at Little Rock in mid January.  Katie Smith was selected to continue serving as chair with Frankie Gould and Linda Benedict continuing to serve as co-vice chairs.

On Tuesday afternoon and Wednesday the group focused on compiling southern region Impact Reports for 2000 from the data base created by submissions from participating southern states. 1999 Annual Report
The annual meeting of SERA-IEG-28 was hosted by Auburn University on January 18-20.  A reception was hosted by Auburn University at Pebble Hill, a historic residence near the university.  Participants were welcomed by Ms. Katie Smith, Alabama Agricultural Experiment Station Director Luther Waters and Associate Director David Teem.

The annual business meeting was held in the Auburn University Hotel and Conference Center.  Much of the agenda focused on reviewing the organization and operation of SERA-IEG-28, activities and accomplishments in 1998, how different states collect information and compile state Image Enhancement/Impact Reports and the roles of state, regional and national impact reports in advocating agriculture and state and federal agencies conducting agricultural research, extension and teaching programs.

Considerable discussion centered on uses of and audiences for state, regional and national Impact Reports.  Specific audiences and uses for regional Impact Reports are less defined than for state and national reports, but there was general agreement the development of regional Impact Reports should be continued in the Southern Region.  The importance of regional Impact Reports will likely become more important to help document required increased multi-state, multi-agency collaboration and research/extension programming.

Ms. Katie Smith was elected to continue serving as Chair and Ms. Frankie Gould and Dr. Linda Benedict as Co-Vice Chairs.

Writing sessions to develop Impact Reports for 1999 were conducted the afternoon of January 19 and the morning of January 20.  Seventeen southern regional Impact Reports entitled Southern Successes were developed.  They can be accessed at http://www.agctr.lsu.edu/SouthSuccess
Ms. Katie Smith and Frankie Gould served on the National Impact Writing Team held in Washington, DC in February, 1999.
