Jane Schuchardt provided an overview of national activities related to issues on financial security (“financial literacy”). Highlights included an update on: The Financial Literacy and Education Commission; the new national Web site www.mymoney.gov; the U.S. General Accounting Office Report, the Ad Council’s partnership with NEFE to put out a central message; and E-Extension and financial security. 
Shirley L. Baugher, newly appointed NCR-52 administrative advisor, provided an oral overview of the purposes and operation of the NCR-52 committee.  She emphasized the need for more research that focuses on policy implications and for more interdisciplinary research.  Each of us, as members of NCR-52, has a critical mission to position and strengthen the land-grant agenda in each of our states.  Positioning ourselves for the future and leveraging that with policy.

Minutes of the last meeting, which were sent electronically prior to the meeting, were approved.

Objectives of NCR-52 were reviewed by Liz Gorham. The committee was informed that it needed to rename NCR-52 to NCCC-52 or NCERA-52.  The committee agreed that it would remain a research coordinating committee.  For this reason, the committee proposed to rename NCR-52 to NCCC-52 instead of NCERA-52.  In addition, the committee approved to write and submit a renewal proposal for NCR-52 Family Economics by December 1 to Shirley Baugher.
A report was given on the progress of NC-1013 by Michael Gutter, Celia Hayhoe, Suzanne Badenhop, and Liz Gorham.  The focus of this research committee is to investigate the economic and psychological determinants of savers and non-savers.  

Sharon Seiling and Fran Lawrence gave an update on NC-1011.  This committee has been tracking the well-being and function of rural, low-income families in an era of welfare reform.
Jane Schuchardt suggested that the committee consider putting together a legislative briefing to highlight some of the research findings.  Shirley Baugher indicated that a template is available to prepare legislative briefings.
Station reports were collected. 
Barbara O’Neill presented an introduction to “Small Steps to Health and Wealth.”
After lunch, dates and location for the next meeting were noted.  The 2005 meeting will tentatively be held October 20-21 in Minneapolis, MN.  Preference for the hotel was the Radisson Hotel near the University of Minnesota campus.
In the afternoon, the committee discussed the objectives and content for the renewal proposal for NCR-52.  During this discussion, Liz Gorham and Sue Badenhop agreed to work on developing an external website for NCR-52 which would communicate to others the activities of the committee.  The committee then prioritized topics of interests for the renewal proposal.  The committee also discussed the proposal objectives, expected outcomes and impacts, and the committee’s research priorities for the next 5 years.  The following are the bullet points from those discussions; they are included in the minutes for reference during future meetings. 
Proposal Objectives:

1. Encourage and facilitate interdisciplinary, multi-state research on issues relevant to family economic well-being.

2. Develop multi-state research projects on emerging issues significant to families, such as the interplay between health and wealth, cultural perspectives on money, direct and indirect costs of caregiving, and youth and credit.

3. Assist in the dissemination of family economic and related research, via traditional Extension and new outreach opportunities, thereby educating professionals to improve family economic well-being and the sustainability of family and community systems.

4. Inform and provide suggestions for public policy and professional practice as a result of family economic research.

5. Develop methods for measuring and communicating impacts of family economic research through policy and practice changes.

Expected Outcomes and Impacts

Objective One – 

· Provide continuing education on research methodology and data analysis techniques 


to further the field of family economics. 

Objective Two – 

· Create a technical committee to write a proposal for selected project.

· Investigate writing questions for inclusion in a national longitudinal data set.

Objective Three – 

· Develop research briefs from research conducted at participating universities.

· Establish an NCCC-52 Web site linked to NIMSS Web site.

Objective Four – 

· Conduct a legislative briefing to share policy implications of research results.

· Develop policy briefs for state and federal level policy makers.

· Present practical implications of research to professional association meetings.

· Interpret research findings for outreach applications.

· Share outreach/Extension applications through appropriate channels.

Objective Five – 

· Conduct a virtual symposium involving evaluators, administrators, and researchers that would determine reporting guidelines.

· Pilot reporting guidelines at participating universities in cooperation with CSREES.

Committee’s Research Priorities:

· Health and wealth (live long, costs more)
· Cultural perspectives on money/Financial behaviors across cultures (Cultural differences in financial decision-making)
· Financial security (wealth protection, debt management, savings behavior)
· Costs to caregiving (costs to family caregiver)
· Youth and credit

· Economic divide (wealth inequality, emphasis will be placed on research that examines issues for low-to-moderate populations)

“Health and Wealth” and “Youth and Money”

Two research areas emerged from the afternoon discussion “Health and Wealth” and “Youth and Money.”  Given that all members of the committee were interested in pursuing the topic of “Health and Wealth,” the majority of the discussion focused on this research area.  It was determined that the committee would write up and submit a grant proposal to hold a conference on health and wealth.  It was further suggested that the committee work with NCDC 206 (Obesity Initiative) on this event.  It was noted that the committee’s comparative advantage would be to focus on practitioners and the rural niche.  The focus of the conference should be on bringing the health and wealth literature together.  The conference should also emphasize best practices in behavior change in health and wealth. 
Groups the committee considered inviting to the event:  Credit counselors; Psychologists; Financial planners; Industry benefits; Bankruptcy attorneys; Human resources; Chronic illness/medical; Military families; Insurance companies; Key politicians-Medicare/Labor; Health and obesity task force; HHS; SSI; NIH; NSF; Media; USDA-FNS; ERS; RAND (James Smith); Psychology of savings; Well-being; Medical expenditures
It was decided that the topic “Youth and Money” would be put on hold for another year.  Angela Lyons, Mike Gutter, Fran Lawrence, and Celia Hayhoe expressed interest in this topic.
The meeting recessed for the evening.

On the second day, the committee divided into two groups.  The first group wrote up the “NCR-52 Committee” 5-year renewal proposal.  The second group wrote up a grant proposal to hold a summit on Health and Wealth.  

The meeting adjourned at 11:00 a.m. on November 5.
