1.  Welcome and Introductions 

Marsha Dickson called the meeting to order.

Chair, Dickson welcomed Missy Bye, University of Minnesota, and all returning members of NCR-65.  Dickson reported on her efforts to encourage participation in NCR-65 by contacting all North Central States not currently represented on the NCR-65 committee. Missouri, South Dakota and Indiana were contacted.  Purdue plans to send a representative. 

The membership roster was circulated to update contact information.  Members recommended that the e-mail listserv be updated to reflect any e-mail address changes.

4.  Reports

a.
 Foundation Grantsmanship Workshop: Brenda Sternquist and Laura Jolly reported on the Foundation Center workshop sponsored by NCR-65.  The workshop was held on August 6, 2002 at the Foundation Center in New York City.  There were twelve participants in the NCR-65 sponsored workshop representing nine universities. The six-hour seminar was well received by the participants.  We have a $150 balance in the workshop account.

Summary of Pre-Test Surveys from Federal Grantsmanship and Foundation Center Workshops:  Brenda Sternquist reported on the pre-test survey results.  The data suggest that many workshop attendees are submitting more grants than manuscripts.  Based on this finding Sternquist concluded that mentoring in regard to publications and grantsmanship might be needed.  It is advisable to develop a publication record prior to grant submission. Some researchers may be “putting the cart before the horse.” Sternquist asked that members locate the list of attendees at the Federal Grantmanship workshop so that a follow-up survey could be sent to that group. Dickson and Jolly will locate the list of attendees. 

c.
NC-222 Project: Mary Lynn Damhorst and Sharron Lennon reported on the progress of the NC-222 research project. Manuscripts are being developed.  Follow-up panel survey data will be collected in November 2002. 

d.
Seed Funded Project (ESRAB): Marsha Dickson distributed a report of a survey conducted by ESRAB.  The group is developing a website and seeking funding to support ESRAB activities.  Teaching strategies and annotated bibliographies are being developed and shared by the group. ESRAB has domestic and international members. 

e.
NCR-65 Website: The NCR-65 website will be housed with other USDA Regional Research Committee websites. A website framework is in place for committees to use.  David Andrews will let us know what information is needed and how the website system works. 

f.
Clarification of Feedback on NCR-65 Renewal: David Andrews will follow-up to get clarification on the feedback from the renewal proposal regarding technology transfer.  Andrews noted that the key accomplishments of individual members could be tied to the objectives of NCR-65.  Efforts of this group to build synergy within the research community and to enhance the overall research productivity in the field should be encouraged and reported in subsequent renewal documents. 

The group brainstormed on possible outcomes.  Ideas included 1) developing a publication based on the data from the granstmanship workshop for publication in the Journal of Family and Consumer Sciences, 2) publishing an article in the NASULGC Newsletter, 3) Posting a “thought piece” on the BOHS website, 4) conducting a survey of constituents about grant seeking, 5) working with the Research committee of the BOHS on a research database.  

g.   
University Updates:  Members shared research and program updates from their respective institutions.

Plans for 2002 and Beyond:  Where are the USDA and Land Grant universities headed and how can NCR-65 activities contribute to those priorities? 

a. NCRA Administrative Update: David Andrews reported that he will attend a training teleconference on the new USDA system on November 5.  He will share information from this meeting at a later date. 

b. Land Grant Priorities:  Marsha Dickson led the group in a discussion of Land Grant priorities.  She distributed a handout listing several resources and white papers regarding priorities. 

c. Brainstorming and Planning for Future Workshops.  Meeting our objectives and preparing future strategies. 

Current plans call for a workshop on Managing Grants.  Based on the results of the survey of the grantsmanship workshop participants, it was deemed premature to pursue a workshop on this topic.  Members brainstormed to identify ideas for workshops.  The following topics were discussed: 1) professors as writers based on the work of Robert Boice, 2) grant reviews and review panels, and 3) program enhancement via industry partnerships. The group decided to focus on option three.  

A special topic session proposal will be submitted to the AMS/ACRA Triennial conference focused on the concept of program enhancement via industry partnerships.  Key ideas for the workshop include initiating partnerships, managing partnerships to achieve objectives, sustaining partnerships, determining the optimal roles for faculty in industry partnerships, and evaluating partnerships.  Other concepts included tactical versus strategic partnerships, conflicts of interest, executive development programs, and working as a team with University corporate development officers.  Potential panelists were identified and included the Dean of Business at Ohio State University, Soyeon Shim, Nancy Cassill, and Trevor Little.  Names of other potential panelists are needed. In addition, panelists may include a corporate Development officer and a technology transfer specialist,.  L. Jolly and H. Bastow-Shoop will write the proposal, B. Sternquist will contact speakers, and D. Andrews will contact the Dean of Business at Ohio State. 

The Community of Science was discussed as a means of promoting research.  Researcher profiles can be posted to share with other scientists.  NCR-65 might encourage grantsmanship workshop participants to sign-on with the Community of Science.  D. Andrews suggested that the group take a leadership role in getting key journals within the field recognized in national indexing and ranking systems.

The 2003 meeting will be held on Thursday, November 6 in Columbus, Ohio.  Sharron Lennon will arrange for meeting space at The Ohio State University and will check on the availability of rooms at the Blackwell Inn.  The Academy of Marketing Science and the American Collegiate Retailing Association are hosting their Triennial Conference in Columbus, Ohio November 6-9 at the Embassy Suites.  Laura Jolly will send AMS/ACRA conference information to all NCR-65 members.
