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Minutes approved.
Brief Summary of Minutes of Annual Meeting:

Meeting called to order at 10:00 a.m. by chair Marjorie Kostelnik.  Minutes of January 28, 2003 Annual Meeting M/S/C unanimously as distributed.

After a good attempt to use the videoconference technology, the group conducted business via teleconference.  

Virginia Clark Johnson, the advisor to the NCA-5 group, explained the role of NCA-5.  NCA-5 is one of several committees for the Agricultural Experiment Station.  It is a committee comprised of administrators in human science.  They act in an oversight role and provide input on research regarding the human science in the north central region.  The committee conducts mid term reviews and renewals of research projects. The committee makes recommendations regarding continuation of projects.  The group also assists in identifying gaps in research needs in the field.
Virginia referred the committee members to the website.  She will send the web address to members.  

Carol  Kellett requested that the group identify gaps at this meeting.  Marjorie Kostelnik added this to the agenda.
Review of the research projects.

Marjorie Kostelnik asked that each of the review teams send her the report and she will enter it with the password in the NIMSS system. 

NC 219:  Using Stage Based Interventions to Increase Fruit and Vegetable Intake in Young Adults 
Report Out:   Very focused and productive group.  They have direction and know where they would like to go with the research.  They are making good progress.  They are a large group with excellent participation.  They truly collaborate and make good use of their regular teleconference sessions.  

Recommendation: Approve/continue project with normal revision

Comments:  Commend the group for the publications, grants and the quality of their work.  The team appears to be working well together.   
NC1001:  Systems Analyses of the Relationships of the Agriculture and Food Systems to Community Health
Report Out:  Objectives 1-3 appear to be moving along well.  However, there didn’t seem to be much activity related to Objective 4.  Having a time line to assess progress would have helped. Good efforts in building linkages and sharing across states.  Two joint federal proposal across the states.  Most of the publications appear to be within states.  The team has done a great job at mid-term to get federal grants. Would encourage the team to be persistent and resubmit proposals that did not get funding.  Three articles are in press and three more ready for review. 

Recommendation: Approve/continue project with normal revision

NC 102:  How Do Structured Out-Of-School Experiences Contribute to Positive Youth Development
Report Out: Individuals on the team have been productive in terms of presentations and publications, many designed for practitioners and lay audiences. However, it is difficult to see clearly how this productivity is associated with the objectives of the proposal.  There is some mention about data being generated in the minutes, but it is not clear what the data is and how it is related to the objectives. The milestones listed in the annual report are not directly aligned with project objectives.  There is some evidence of state collaboration on developing an instrument and in the publications.  Attendance in the meetings seemed fine.  The project website provides useful tools on positive youth development.  
Recommendation:  Approve/continue project with revision

Specific recommendations: 

1. publish in top tiered journals
2. focus on the objectives outlined in the proposal

3. if the team is convinced that they are working on the objectives, better documentation about activities and outlines need to be aligned with the objectives

NCR 65:  Social Change in the Marketplace:  Producers, Retailers, Consumers

Report Out: It was difficult to assess accomplishments from the minutes. There seems to have been a glitch in the accomplishments not being posted on the web.  Marilyn DeLong was able to provide some information about the impact.  They have been funded for over 1 million dollars through NSF, Ford, USDA challenge grants and US Department of Education grants.  They have 21 federal grants and 13 foundations grants.  The meetings are well attended, and the members are very action oriented.   Gladys Vaughn commented that they are very futuristic and dealing with international issues.   What is lacking is money in the field.  Thus grants were written and 1 million dollars went into the field.  
Recommendation:  Approve/continue project with revision (poll taken on the group’s recommendation at this time)

Marjorie Kostelnik will send out an electronic ballot to the committee members to vote 


on their recommendation.

Marjorie Kostelnik will contact Daryl Lund about why the report was not posted in a timely manner.
NCR 203:  Impact of Human Capital Development on the Quality of Rural Community Life
Report Out:   This project’s focus is on rural schools.   The group has made progress in conducting a literature review, creating bibiographies and updating their website.  Their challenge is developing their symposium.  Other issues of concern follow. Members have left the group.    Five institutions did not attend the meeting. Although their project involves human development, none of the members are in human development.    
Recommendation:  Approve/continue project with revision


Specific recommendations:  

1. expand committee membership to include a person in human development

2. take advantage of the 1890 colleges, Hispanic  serving institutions and the tribal colleges in each state
3. increase participation among collaborators as evidenced by higher rate of participation at meetings

NCT Project Move from NE to NC

Virginia Clark Johnson, Administrative Advisor presented the request for the transfer of the work of the NE regional committee on “Family Business Viability in Economically Vulnerable Communities.”  This project has won the Award for Excellence from the Northeastern Regional Association of State Agricultural Experiment Station Directors.  The North Central region seems to be the best locale for the project because of the economic impact of family businesses is being felt more in the Midwest than the East.  Also the current committee is comprised of many members from the North Central Region.  They will write an NCT proposal in the next year.
The committee approved moving the project from the NE to NC.   Marjorie Kostelnik will communicate this approval to Daryl Lund.

Report from Washington – Gladys Vaughn
Gladys reported that President Bush will sign the Omnibus Bill today.  Mary McPhail Gray, Deputy Director for Nutrition, will open positions for Program Specialists.  With Alma Hoggs leaving for the Office of Civil Rights, her position will also be posted.
Gaps in Research
Marjorie Kostelnik raised the issue of rural policy being underrepresented in the AERA programs where only 16 papers addressed rural concerns out of a total of 7,000 papers.  We need to think about the role we play in family services.  Depopulation of the Great Plains and the loss of young in the communities are of great concern.  We need to look at migrating patterns of youth who are leaving the state.  

A 45 minute teleconference was proposed to identify gaps in the regional experiment station projects.  A recommendation to solicit ideas from faculty prior to the call was made.  David Andrews suggested looking at proposals faculty are currently writing as another source of information regarding faculty interests in rural research.
Marjorie Kostelnik will organize a bridge call in March for a meeting on this topic.
