Ray Knighton expects that university fertilizer recommendations will come under scrutiny by EPA, especially N. There is talk of expanding NAQS to actually regulate all forms of reactive N, including N fixed by legumes. The goal is to reduce fertilizer N by 25% and all reactive N is in the environment by 20%.
