NIFA update  (Ray Knighton)
For the first time ever the NIFA Director is political appointee, in charge of 5 institutes. Dr. Beachy has publically said that CSREES has been asleep at the wheel for 30 years, and he wanted to make a transformational change. The 3 words to operate by are Focus, Scale and Impact. The university Plans of Work should align with five institutes.  AFRI grants will increase from $400-$600,000 per year to >$1M per year for single investigators, and multi-institutional grants will be around $15M. University overhead cap will stay as long as formula funds stick around. New funding for competitive grants will have to come out of other parts of USDA. Research should address societal challenges. NIFA staff will work on better post-award management. The upcoming RFA will go from 30 to 5 priority science areas. Funding will not be equal between the 5 priority areas. The Secretary of Agriculture has publically stated that $130M will go for climate change research within all of USDA. The new organization (NIFA) to be  completed by summer.
