The 2008 meeting minutes prepared by the NC1019 Secretary DR. Ching Ching Wu were reviewed by the members.  Dr. John Glisson made a motion to accept it as prepared.  It was second by Dr. Jack Gelb and approved unanimously.

Dr. Mo Saif, the new NC1019 Advisor, was unable to join the committee due to family health issue.  He informed the NC1019 Secretary that the renewal proposal had been reviewed and recommended to the NCAC.  He commended the efforts of the re-write committee and all the stations for the preparation and submission of the renewal project.  He is looking forward to working with every station member in the future.  He reminded every station representative to follow the current reporting format.  The impact of the work should be stated and bolded. The collaborations between stations is highly encouraged and should be highlighted.  All publications can be listed and uploaded to NIMM.  
Dr. Peter Johnson, USDA/NRICGP representative, was not able to join the group due to last minute conflict.  He will provide written updates on the 2009 CSREES information via email to the group at a later time.  
In Dr. Johnson’s absence, the group discussed the 2009 CSREES research priority.  While there are many important diseases, infectious laryngotracheitis (ILT), infectious bronchitis (IB) and mycoplasmosis still came up as the top three, similar to those from the last year.  Since Avian Influenza, Newcastle Disease, and Avian Pneumovirus infection have been on the other funding lists and are included in the SEPRL/USDA research priority list, the committee agreed to consider other diseases of importance requiring more research and funding.  On behalf of the Committee, Dr. Wu will prepare and submit the feedback letter to Dr. Johnson reflecting our consensus recommendation.
The members thanked the re-write committee Drs. Gelb and Wu (Co Chairs), Drs. Zsak and Glisson for the timely submission of a well-written proposal.  The new proposal begins from October 1, 2009 and will end by September 30,  2014.  
The meeting venue and time for the 2009 was discussed (which could be held in 2010 if Atlanta is chosen).  Three options were suggested:  stay at Atlanta with International Poultry Expo, move to Chicago with CRWAD or alternate the two locations every other year.  The pros and cons of each proposal were reviewed but no decision was made due to the absence of both the Advisor and the USDA/NRICGP representative.  Dr. Wu will follow up with Drs. Johnson and Saif and finalize options before sending an email to members for final decision.  

It was noted that if staying at Atlanta, the meeting on Tuesday will be from 2:30pm  to 6pm instead of the original 1-5pm (revised based on the SCAD meeting schedule).  
The members thanked Dr. J. Glisson and PDRC for making arrangement for the meeting room and providing snacks and drinks for breaks. 
The members also thanked Dr. Giambrone for his service as the Chair during 2007-2008.  A new Chair was nominated, second and voted unanimously for the next two years (Dr. Chang Won Lee, 2009-2010).  The Chair’s responsibility is to hold the annual meeting and prepare the annual report to submit to NIMM.  

Dr. Wu will prepare the five-year termination report for the NC 1019 project (2004-2009).  
The annual progress report from all Stations began immediately after the business meeting.  There were excellent discussions on the clinical medicine, pathogenesis, surveillance, new diagnostics tools and vaccine/immunology of various poultry diseases.
The annual progress meeting resumed at 7:30 am on Wednesday and adjourned at 10:00 am, January 28, 2009.
