Stakeholder Advisory Panel

The stakeholder advisory panel was organized in response to the requirements in the USDA-NRI Integrated Programs RFP.  While this advisory panel has the primary function to provide guidance to NC-229 participants and to assure that the program project addresses acute and long-term needs of the U.S. swine industry with specific reference to PRRS and diseases associated with PRRS.  These individuals are opinion leaders in their fields and were chosen to represent or reflect the diverse interests of swine producers, service providers to the industry, other connected groups.  Areas from which members were solicited include swine veterinary medicine through the American Association of Swine Veterinarians for swine health management; governmental regulatory agencies, especially USDA APHIS for diagnostics and monitoring; state or national producer organizations to represent all swine producers and to provide key communication conduits for education and outreach activities; service industries with emphasis on genetics and breeding companies, veterinary biologics relevant to PRRS, and diagnostics; large integrators, and key political opinion leaders in the principal industry sectors of the nation.
The External Stakeholder Advisory Board will review all grant funding recommendations of the Scientific Advisory Board, make recommendations for areas of research, education, and outreach emphasis, assist in identifying research needs and ascertaining their relevance to on-farm problems.  They will assist the PD and NC-229 committee in communicating the importance of PRRS control and elimination in animal biosecurity nationally and internationally. The Board is expected to participate in a conference call with program participants four times per year, during which the Board will receive brief progress reports and exchange information, and address timely and emerging issues.  The Board will receive research progress summaries and project funding recommendations annually.  The recommendations will come from the Scientific Advisory Board.  The Board will meet annually at the time of the NC-229 meeting, at which time they will formally review the accomplishments and work plans of the program.
