Scientific Review Panel

Stephen Bishop, PhD.  Senior Principal Investigator, Department of Genetics and Biometry, Roslin Institute, Midlothian, UK. He brings valuable expertise in the arena of animal genetics related to disease resistance to the panel.  

Luis Enjuanes, PhD, Centro Nacional de Biotecnologia, Department of Molecular and Cell Biology, Campus Univ. Automoma, Madrid, Spain.  Dr. Enjuanes is well known for his pioneering work on the molecular virology of coronaviruses, especially transmissible gastroenteritis of swine.  His laboratory was one of the first to produce an infectious clone to the TGE virus and to develop innovative approaches to vaccination with this virus.  

N. James MacLachlan, DVM, PhD.  Director of Bernard and Gloria Salick Endowed Equine Viral Diesase Laboratory, University of California-Davis, Davis, California.   Dr. MacLachlan is a pathologist and virologist with extensive experience on the pathogenesis, molecular virology and immunology related to the equine arterivirus, equine arteritis virus.  He brings a unique combination of expertise in molecular approaches to pathogenesis and numerous years experience working towards methods for the elimination of EAV.

Camille Moore, DVM.  St. Cesaire, Quebec, Canada.  Dr. Moore is a private practice veterinarian and consultant on swine diseases with extensive experience in PRRS research and elimination of PRRS infected herds in Canada.  This individual brings needed scientific expertise in the evaluation of field models to study biosecurity protocols and other management techniques for the elimination of this virus.
