Outreach Plan (revision, added 5/28/2007 by C. Hamilton, NCRA office)

NC-213 has a historically successful approach to engage end-users and disseminate information throughout the grain industry.  At the investigator level, most NC-213 participants have split appointments among research, teaching, and extension lines and this facilitates the flow of research results directly to end-users and students through teaching and Extension programs.  Second, private industry will continue to be an integral part of NC-213 through our long-standing Industry Advisory Committee, the Industry Issues Panel (part of the annual meeting), the biennial International Grain Quality and Technology Congress, and the expansion of distance education courses focused on the grain industry.  In addition, we have included two industry representatives as a part of the Andersons Research Grant Competition Review Panel to insure relevancy and to assess the potential for new technology to flow into the commercial sector.
